developed campground and boat launch is located at River Mile 17, the end of the Pend
Oreille River Water Trail.

Various Lodging in Metaline Falls and Metaline such as The Circle Motel in Metaline Falls.
Box Canyon Motel by the Box Canyon Dam

Campbell Park - Owned by the PUD, this developed campground is located at River Mile
34.

Edgewater Campground - Owned by the USFS, this developed campground located at
River Mile 37 offers day-use and overnight stays for visitors.

lone Motel & RV Park (Private)

Various Lodging in lone such as The Coop Bed & Breakfast, Cedar RV Park, etc.

Middle Reach of the Pend Oreille River Water Trail
Tiger to Tacoma Creek

Accommodation options for enjoying the Middle reach of the Pend Oreille River include two
private resorts/campgrounds and a developed USFS campground located, all of which are
located along the Pend Oreille River.

e Blueslide Resort (Private) - Private RV and cabin resort.

e Out Post Resort (Private) - Private RV Resort also offering four private cabins for rent.

e Panhandle Campground - Owned by the USFS, this developed campground located at River
Mile 57 offers day-use and overnight opportunities.

Options include:

e Skookum Creek - Bear Park Campground - This river-side campground is located about
one mile up Skookum Creek from the Pend Oreille River at River Mile 73.

e Calispel Creek RV Park in Cusick

e Pioneer Park Campground - This USFS owned campground located at River Mile 86 offers a
great place to stop for the day and explore the interpretative trails or pend the night. Fee
applies.

e Old America Kampground (Members Only) - Located in Newport, WA

e Various Lodging in Newport including Danny Ann’s Bed & Breakfast, the Golden Spur Motor
Inn, Newport Antler Motel, and Walden House Inn, all located in Newport. Also, just re-
opened at Diamond Lake (Newport) is Inn at the Lake.
